Background: 
The Center Design Team hosted an open house in the fall to invite the community to offer initial comments on the new Center for the Arts. From the initial public feedback, the Center’s Design team has created some preliminary plans for the Community and BOZAR to review and provide feedback. The feedback at this work session will incorporated into a formal submittal. At this time we are anticipating a formal application to be submitted in January. 

The Town Council passed Resolution 28, Series 2015 outlying the location for the new Center and appointing BOZAR to review the building for compliance with the Town Code. The new building will ultimately remain a public building, run by the Center for the Arts. The Town and public at large will participate in additional public design meetings for the new park amenities around the Center throughout the process once the building massing and footprint has been vetted through the BOZAR. 

Process: 
Due to the size and public nature of this project, the review will occur in stages to allow the Board ample time to discuss and hold public meetings and hearings on the application.  The two schedule work sessions are planned to accomplish two primary tasks.  First, to allow the public to provide comments to help shape the formal proposal. Second, to allow the Board to provide input and ideas on how the design can incorporate the comments from the public.

On Tuesday night, the applicant will present the project to the Board and public. After the Center’s presentation, the public will be allowed to ask questions and provide comment. The Center’s design team will take notes and respond if time allows to questions and comments raised by the public.  The work session will end by 8:00 p.m. in order for the BOZAR will hold their regularly scheduled public hearings for November.

Wednesday night, will be the Board’s opportunity to comment and discuss design options to address the comments heard from the night before from the public. From this discussion, the applicant will revise their designs and submit a formal application. 



Board Action:    
No formal action or direction from the Board is being requested at this time. The Board is requested to provide advisory feedback to the Center’s design team on initial thoughts on the proposed design. Attention should be paid to the neighborhood and park context of the proposed footprints and massing. The Board should also provide feedback on ideas on how the Center’s design team can address public comments. 
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
